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The Only Wheeled Carriage: Photographs by Vedat Konyali

His work
has been included in several group and solo exhibitions around the world, and he
is the recipient of both the Istanbul Amateur Photographer award as well as the
title of Best Photographer from the Cinematographer’s Association in Istanbul.
